• Memory Verse:  John 3:16 only  visual in Resource pack, be sure to make copies of the 
verse to send home, too.

• Small group:  Gold Page Review 

• Word Up: God forgives sin! 

• Memory Verse: Romans 3:23 – tape, verse visual, gift bag & paper numbers, sticky notes 

• Bible Lesson:  Gen 1-3 (The Fall of Man)  

• Wonder Time: “Get Cleaned Up” Skit  mirror, just read the words   

• Review Game:  “Hidden Dangers” cards in Resource pack, posterboard or whiteboard 

• Missions:  Missionaries’ Needs 

• Songs: Wordless Book Song, Jesus is the Good News, 7 MIT, Rom. 3:23

3. The Red Page.  READ INTRO Evangelistic lesson  p. 28 

• Small group: Can You Guess red paper and marker, Wordless book 

• Word Up:  God keeps his promises!   coin 

• Memory Verse:  1 Corinthians 15:3-4  verse unscramble 

• Bible Lesson:  Gospels  (Jesus life & death)   Messiah card, clue cards 1-6,  timeline? 

• Wonder Time: “Red Thread of Redemption” red “thread” visual (actually paper) 

• Review Game: “Reveal the Clue”  Reveal cards    

• Missions:   Pray for missionaries 

• Songs: Wordless Book Song, Jesus is the Good News, 7 MIT, Salvation Poem, 1 Cor 15

4. Clean Page.  READ INTRO Evangelistic lesson  p. 38   

• Small group:  Opposites  reproducible, Wordless Book 

• Word-Up:  Jesus is Alive!  

• Memory Verse: John 1:12 Opposites reproducible  
• Bible Lesson:  Jn 20, Acts 1 (Jesus is alive ) timeline 

• Wonder Time:  “In God’s Hand” posterboard - white 

• Review Game: “Find the Opposites”   Cards   whiteboard, pocketboard  

• Mission Time:  Preparing to be a missionary 

• Songs:  Wordless Book, Jesus is the Good News, Salvation Poem, John 1:12

5. Green Page.  READ INTRO Growth lesson  p. 48 

• Small group:  Green Things competition pencil/paper or markerboards, Wordless book 

• Word Up: God Helps me Grow!  

• Memory Verse:  2 Peter 3:18 (Make the repetition like follow the leader) 

• Gospel Spotlight: flashcard 5-6  gospel ladders 

• Bible Lesson: 2 Kings 22-23 (King Josiah/God’s Word) Redwood picture 

• Wonder Time: “Growth Tree” Practice this!!  4 pieces of paper GROW 

• Review Game:  “Add a Leaf” –Reproducible leaves  

• Missions: Salvation and consecration challenge  

• Songs:  What’s the News?  Verse Song, Books of OT and NT, Christ Redeemed Us, Jesus 
is Caring for You

6. Crazy color Celebration.  Gospel Review READ INTRO  Review Club   

• Small Group:  “Created Color Countdown”  

• Songs: Use any from this unit.   

• Memory Verse Review Activity:  p. 63  bag and slips,  or balloon 

• Gospel Spotlight: Review of Wordless Book and Scripture—this is your main lesson 

• Growth Spotlight:  Wordless Book; may do your Wordless book craft this week 

• Review Game:  Choose the game on p. 63.  Various support pieces-choose early 

• Missions: “One Sent” Review Game 

• Interactive Game: Choose one if time allows, p. 64  all use reproducibles 

• Devotional and Coloring pages
